With your help, the City 
of Dickinson will launch an area-wide census awareness campaign so that we can obtain 
an accurate count.  In the aftermath of Hurricane Ike, a complete and correct count is 
extremely important to insure federal funding is allocated for our City.  
 
The City needs your help!  As a supporting partner of the 2010 Census, the City of 
Dickinson is establishing a Complete Count Committee.  The role of the Complete 
Count Committee will be to plan and implement local outreach efforts to publicize the 
importance of the 2010 Census.  The primary goal of the Committee will be to increase 
the mail-back response rate.  This not only reduces the overall cost of the census, but it 
also increases the accuracy of the data, as well.
